RIVERSIDE MAKES PLANS 

FOR MEMORIAL DAY 
 

Parade Will Include Representatives  
of All Organizations and Fraternal Orders

      òRIVERSIDE, May 28.ñ Riverside will observe Memorial day 

this year with impressive ceremonies. The parade, which 

will start at 9:10 a. m. from the corner of Main and Sixth 

streets, promises to be unusually representative.  Nearly 

all the fraternal orders have accepted an invitation to be 

represented in line, and the Grand army, Sons of Veterans 

and other orders will be largely represented.  An automo-

bile section is also planned for.  The line of march will be 

down Main street to Eleventh, Eleventh to Cedar and on 

Cedar to the cemetery.  The Riverside Military band will 

head the parade, followed in turn by the Grand Army, Re-

lief Corps, Company M and the fraternal orders.  At the 

cemetery the ritualistic work of the Grand Army and Relief 

Corps will be presented, and on returning to town the re-

mainder of the exercises will take place In Albert S. White 

park.  Here the address of the day will be delivered by 

Clyde L. Bishop, the Santa Ana attorney.  Musical num-

bers of merit have been arranged for by the committee.ó 
 

News from the Past :
