DIRECTOR’S NOTES

Qne of my favorite heroes in band music is the composer Clare

Grundman. He was born on May 11, 1913 in Cleveland Ohio and
died on June 15, 1996 in South Salem, New York.

He was not only a composer for wind band (he had over 70
compositions to his credit), but he was also a much in demand
orchestrator for the Broadway stage. Much like Robert Russell
Bennett, it was Grundman as orchestrator who would take the
piano score from a composer like Richard Rodgers and arrange
the music for the pit orchestra and vocalists.

teaching career. As far as the Riverside Concert Band is concerned
we have performed many of his compositions like “7he Blue and
the Gray”, “ Hebrides Suite”, “Scottish Suite”, and all four of the
“American Folk Song Suites”.
